Why are we here?   

I frequently remind my students that I am a green personality. Practically, this means 

that I am always asking the question ñwhy?ò I was one of those annoying kids who 

would repeat this question over and over, exhausting adults who could not make up 

answers fast enough to keep up. So, in regard to church: Why are we here?   

I think that the answer to this question is one of the most influential concepts either 

driving or hindering our walk with God. If we have a foggy answer driven predomi-

nantly by tradition, emotion, and/or personal opinions, it can be detrimental to our rela-

tionship with God, and the church’s relationship with the world. However, if we have a 

true biblical answer, it leads to a magnificent revolution which ushers in an eternal 

kingdom.   

So, how does the Bible answer the question “Why do we ‘do’ church?” Traditionally, 

we have placed great importance on fellowship, self-feeding, and prayer. I use the term 

fellowship loosely in that true fellowship is intentionally encouraging, correcting, and 

helping others in our walk and mission as the church. However, we the church have 

largely labeled any gathering of Christians “fellowship,” even if it has nothing to do 

with spiritual matters. 

Self-feeding is what we do on Sunday mornings as we go to church to “get fed” by the 

preaching of God’s Word. We also do this through small groups, Bible studies, and 

other means. Sadly though, in many cases, this self-feeding becomes the end goal in-

stead of it being a means to the ultimate goal and purpose of the church. 

Prayer is what we do after the worship team is done with three or four songs, right be-

fore the sermon begins. Then again, after the sermon is over. Some go into the prayer 

room to pray. Some will pray in the foyers of  the buildings where our churches gather.  

Some post prayers to hotlines, and others pray for hotline prayers. All of this praying is 

great. It is not why we are here though.   

If we were to throw out everything we know about church, then read the Bible cover to 

cover, I think our outlook on what church is, and why we are here, would radically 

change. Going to church, fellowship, self-feeding, and prayer are not the goals. The 

church, and what we do as the church, is designed to support the goal. 

Jesus commissioned: Your mission, should you choose to accept it, is to take the life 

changing good news you heard about the history of Israel, the promise of the Messiah, 

the coming of the Messiah, the redemption of mankind, the indwelling of the Holy 

Spirit, and the future hope of a new heaven and new earth, and proclaim it to the world. 

Paul tells us that we were in darkness and now we are in light, so spread that light! Jude 

calls us to persevere as we show mercy to those who doubt “snatching them out of the 

fire.” The Bible clearly identifies our ñwhyò as the mission to proclaim the good news 

gospel to all who either do not know it, or do not accept it.    

When we view everything that we do through this lens, watch as things change. Watch 

as the church grows, watch as our fellowship, self-feeding, and prayers transform into 

intentional mission supporting acts. Watch a revolution begin in our communities as the 

church decides to step outside of it’s walls, rub its eyes, and get to work. Then, do not 

forget, that this revolution leads to an eternal Kingdom where God is fully and physi-

cally present. That is the goal of the mission. With that said, there is no other ñwhy.ò 

This goal is the bottom line. Obnoxious “why” seekers like myself are silenced in it’s 

finality, simplicity, and majesty.   

I suppose the question ñhowò now begs to be answered. Though, instead of pondering 

over this for hours, days, and years on end, lets just put our faith in a holy God while 

we get out there and go for it in love.
